-making inferences and predictions. 

 

WRITING:

-exploring and writing short stories, using a range of 

sentence types within speech and creating their own 

expanded noun phrases.

INDOOR SESSION:

-identifying digital devices with an initial focus on 

inputs, processes and outputs  

-use a range of techniques to create a stop-frame

                    WELL-BEING 

Throughout the year, we will be using regular 

discussions to think about the importance of our 

school vision, values and our golden rule. This term 

we will be looking at emotions and feelings and 

focusing on looking at pressure.

MATHEMATICS 

Children will be deepening their understanding of 

number and place value. They will be using a range of 

resources to support their understanding and will 

have many opportunities to apply these skills.  

Place Value:  

-representing 3-digit numbers in different ways 

-find 1,10 or 100 more or less than a number 

-estimating and ordering numbers on a number line 

-counting forwards/backwards in 50s 

Addition and Subtraction: 

-add and subtract 1s, 10s and 100s 

 -adding 2 numbers with and without exchange 

-understanding inverse operations  

Multiplication and Division: 

-3,4 and 8 times table 

-grouping, sharing and using arrays 

- multiplying and diving by 2, 3, 4, 5, 8 and 10
